3. Under ITEC scheme, Local Government officials as well as faculties of
University and educational institute, Chamber of Commerce and Industry are
facilitated to undergo various short duration courses ranging from 1-4 weeks
according to their functional needs. Under ICCR’s scholarship scheme students from
Iraq including Kurdistan Region can pursue higher education in India at Under
Graduate, Post Graduate and Ph.D. programmes in Governmental universities and
educational institution. These scholarships are full funded by the Government and
includes return air ticket, student visa, boarding and lodging charge, book allowance
etc. Students can also pursue higher education in India under ‘Study of India’ scheme

covering over 400 educational institutes under this portal.
